Sexual Assault Examination and Aftercare courses run by the Havens

With almost one in 10 women reporting some form of sexual victimisation, practitioners are concerned about knowing what services are available, what they can do to support victims, how they can help gather evidence and, where necessary, having the right skills to give evidence in court.

The Havens offer specialised and accredited education and training focusing on victim care, which is open to healthcare professionals who wish to increase their knowledge of the problem of sexual violence, best practice in forensic examination and aftercare issues, or simply increasing their awareness of the services available.  

We offer both Adult and Paediatric two-day courses, which are developed with the Metropolitan Police’s Project Sapphire, throughout the year, as well as Courtroom Skills/Witness Famliarisation courses which help prepare individuals for court.
Annual Update Days are also held for experienced professionals working with sexual assault within adults, adolescents or children.
